Expedition Leader and Former British Naval Officer Philip Beale explains what type of person they 
are looking for: 
 
“We are looking for an exceptional teacher who can work with us to engage and inspire young 
people towards a ‘spirit of adventure’ and a greater understanding of ancient and modern 
cultures. The successful applicant will be interested in sailing, understand the ethos and purpose 
of the voyage and have suitable teaching experience. We hope to find a teacher who can develop 
our Education Programme and create an interactive teaching module which follows the 
expedition live for fellow teachers to apply within the creative classroom”.
